In this article , I would like to present one of the most important ,
fascinating and exciting features in Jaimini Astrology i.e transit. We can predict
the results not only based upon dasha system but also based on transit also . The
amalgamation of dasha results and transit results leads to correct predictions
with perfect timing of events. Transit helps us in perfect timing of events in
addition to dasha , which provides broader prespective of timing of events. In
this article we use kheta dasha in correlation with transit for effective perfect
results

In one of my previous articles , I have explained about “yogada” planet. I
would once again give a brief introduction of yogada and kevala planet which
we use extensively in this article.

Yogada :

Below is the criteria for planet becoming yogadha status, if a planet at least
satisfies any one of these points or all the points mentioned below.

1) The moon posited sign lord if aspects moon and ascendent
simultaneously.

2) Any planet which aspects ascendant , Navamsa(D9) ascendant,
drekkana(D3) ascendant.

3) Any planet which aspects ascendant , Navamsa(d9) ascendant .

4) Any planet which aspects ascendant,drekkana(d3) ascendant.

5) Any planet which aspects ascendant , hora ascendant , Ghatika ascendant

6) Any planet which aspects navamsa ascendant, drekkana(d3) ascendant

Below are the transit results of all the planets mentioned in Jaimini .

Similarly , the results are to be judged when benefics or malefics transit the
trikonas/trines of the dasha signs. Benefics if transits good results and malefics if aspects bad
results occur.

SPHUTA YOGA ASCENDENT

Add the longitude of yogadha planet with the ascendant lord longitude and divide the
result with 2 gives sphuta yoga ascendant.

Example :

Let us assume ascendant lord is Mars with longitude if 3(signs completed) , we write
as 3(signs) 17(deg) 20(min) 20(sec) .10(milli sec). Similarly let us assume yogadha planet
longitudes are 7(signs) I(degree) 43(min) 10(sec).30(milli sec). we add the above 2
longitudes and divide by 2 .

In the absence of yogadha planet, kevala planet has to be taken and if
kevala also absent ,then lord of the moon sign has to be taken to get the sphuta
yoga ascendant. The above results will also occur if the concerned planet
transit/aspects from trine signs of the sphuta yoga ascendant.

2) Find out the sign obtained by adding the longitudes of ascendent lord to the
8" house lord longitudes to get specific planet results.

a) When Saturn and rahu transits the trines of this sphuta yoga ascendant
death of the native is indicated.

b) When debilitated planet transits the sphuta yoga ascendant or its 8" house
humilitations or insults are indicated.
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¢) When malefic planet transits , loss of money may be expected and
contrary results( money gains ,honours) are indicated when exalted planet
transits .

d) If the transit planet is in malefic navamsa , job troubles
e) If transit planet is conjunct with rahu, imprisonment is indicated.

If a good astrologer should make a proper verification with above
mentioned rules , his predictions will never go wrong.

My research findings

Table 1 and 2 predictive results are mainly on yogada and ascendent lord
longitudes addition and addition of ascendent lord and 8" lord respectively.
Here the results are specific to native itself. What if we add the ascendant lord
and 9" house lord or yogadha addition to 9th lord and division by 2 for getting

the resulted sign to predict the results pertaining to ninth house(father) , for 3™
house lord (brother) ,for 4™ house lord(mother) , for 10™ house lord(career)etc.. I
have experimented in some areas and the results are quite brilliant. Rest of the
results are quite straight forwarded as explained in classics.

At that time,
running dasha was aquarius sign. Putra karaka saturn aspects this sign. All the
above rules were the cause of the natives first male child birth.

Trine signs of this bhava has transit ketu(Aries)
which is natural gk aspects sagittarius. All the above factors lead to the death of

The resulted sign is first sign aries. Transit rahu was in leo sign,
aspects[Jaimini] and it was in trine with Aries. Transit ketu aspects aries sign .
Transit saturn in aries sign and it is debilitated. Saturn conjoins with natal ketu
which is a bitter enemy. At that time Sagittarius dasha was running. The trine
signs are aries and leo were posited with debilitated transit saturn and transit
rahu respectively.

Wealth loss :

Here wealth comes [ fixed assets]. It is 4™ house.

According to table 2. Add the yogadha mercury planet longitudes with 4™ lord
saturn and divide by 2.

The trine signs are aries and leo,
were posited with debilitated transit saturn and transit rahu respectively. So
wealth lost.

The resulted sphuta yoga ascendant comes to gemini sign.
Coming to the point 2b :

Here if gemini or its 8" house Capricorn are posited with debilitated or exalted
malefic planets or if malefics aspect these signs , humiliations or insults takes
place.

In 2002 ending year, exalted rahu and exalted ketu aspects gemini 8" house
which is capricorn sign. Exaltation of malefic planets is even more dangerous,
since it is gaining more strength for doing harm.

The dasha running at that time was scorpio sign. Transit ketu transits in scorpio
sign. All these factors leads to humilitations of the native.

Pilierimage in Sept 2017

Native went to piligrim centers. According to Table 2, Add the yogadha planet
longitudes with the birth ascendent lord mars longitudes and divide by 2.

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piligrimage is expected”. At that time, transit ketu just entered to capricorn sign
and it is in trine and aspects taurus sign. In 2017 sept , virgo sign dasha is

running. Taking virgo sign as ascendant, 9" house related to piligrimage,
piligrim centers etc.. Since virgo is even sign ,counting from ascendant in
reverse manner comes capricorn. Here transit ketu is in 9™ house , capricorn.
So here sphuta yoga ascendant and 9" house of current dasha sign is taurus and
capricorn respectively and they are in trines to each other. So all the above
factors leads the native to visit piligrim centers.
