Q. 1. What makes one an Actor or Singer?

Answer-Generally Venus will have to be strong in the horoscope before one
can be a good actor or singer. If this is to be adopted as profession, Venus
must be intimately connected with the 10" bhava from Asc or Arudha, e.-g., if
Venus occupies the 4th or 10" bhava or if Venus aspects 10" house, or if
Venus is conjoined with lord of 10" from Karakamsa , his means of livelihood
will be singing or acting. In some cases 5™ house also could be considered.

Q. 2. How to .know one will get financial assistance from his friends.
Answer- Various combination. are given in the texts. But it is better to
remember and apply the general principles. 11" bhava is the one relating to
friends. If the lord of Lagna or 2" bhava aspects or receives aspects from

lord of 11*" or they are joined together or in mutual reception, financial help
from friends can be expected.

Q. 3. What will be the result if Rahu occupies 2 and Kethu 8 ?
Answer-Second house relates to wealth and Rahu being a malefic will tend to

make the native poor in worldly goods. Kethu's position in the 8th may cause
the health of wife if afflicted. Face and complexion of such a person will be
dirty, dark and unhealthy-looking if aspected by malefic planets.

Q. 4. Of the books” Brihaj Jalaka”, “Parasara Hora”, “Jataka Parijafa,

“Sarvartha Chinlamani”, “Phala Deepika”, which is the most authentic and
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which should be given the preference?

Answer- Of the above mentioned, Parasara Hora is by far the most
authoritative. The other works are not by Rishis but by experts in Astrology
who were also giifted persons. Each work is valuable in its own way as a
different text book on the subject but more readily accessible to us and more
easy of interpretation and in that sense more useful to us. Of all the text books
mentioned, Bruhajjataka is considered more useful from the student's point of
view.

Q. 5. The great author Parasara has written-
Sarve trikona netaro grahah subha phalaprada
Patayah thrsthrishadayanam Yadi Papa phalaprada.

The local astrologers translate the above Verse saying that the lords of trines
are beneficial and the lords of 3 6™ 11" houses are bad.

How do you translate the above Verse; According to me the lords of trines
are beneficial, and if they (putting stress on the word 'Yadi' in the sloka)
happen to be lords of third, sixth and eleventh houses (in addition to owning
a trikona c. g., Karkataka, Makara and Kanya), they become evil ? .

Answer- Your interpretation restricts the scope of the meaning unnecessarily.
The former and broader interpretation is the one that is current and usually
accepted as the correct meaning .

Q. 6.For all births from Aries to Pisces, Jupiter the natural benefic has

some or other defects with reference to lordship. Discuss the effects. ?

[ This question seems not related to Jaimini system, but that is not correct because ,
Jaimini not told the changing the planets nature by their ownership and position, Jaimini
told every thing of Parasara by one aphorism, that is HoraadayaH siddhaH. So we can
assume the above question is some how relates in predictive part]

Answer-Jupiter the natural benefic becomes wholly evil when he owns the
kendras for Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius or Pisces. He is also wholly evil when the
Lagna is Taurus, Libra or Capricorn as he then becomes owner of 8 and 11,

3" and 12" bhavas respectively. For other Lagnas namely Aries, Cancer,
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Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius, he is mixed in nature. Jupiter is best by ownership
for Aries Lagna as he then becomes lord of 9" and 12™".

Q. 7, Do the planets have influence over the beasts? If so, then how to
adjust the dasas which totals to 120 years for man. Will it be the same for
beasts whose life-span is in variance with that of man.?

Answer-That planets have influence over not only the heats, but over
vegetable life and even mineral life is undoubted. “Brihat Samhita” of Varaha
Mihira is a vast storehouse of information under these headings, and astrology
even in the West has been defined as "the science that investigates the action
and reaction constantly going on between the celestial bodies and the rest of
manifested nature, including man and reveals the laws under which this takes

place.

The dasas whether Vimsottari, Kalachakra, Nisarga or Jaimini's all have to
be applied as they are to the life of beasts also. The period has got neither
to be lessened nor increased according as the life-span of a particular animal is
normally less or more than the average human life because, for example 120
years is based on Symbology and not because it is the normal life of a human
being. The dasas, as they are, are being applied not only to human beings but
also to the time of foundation stones being laid for buildings, the first or
beginning moment of societies which are generally expected to last much
beyond 120 years. Even if a human being lives beyond 120 years, it has to
be applied in the same way.

Q. 8.Why the lords of any two houses oppositig each other are enemies
i.e., the lord of Mesha, Mars is enemy toVenus the lord of Thula and so all.

Please justify scientifically ?
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Answer-The assumption that Mars is the enemy of Venus is wrong, Venus and

Mars are neutral to each other. But the principle stated is correct as regards
the other planets, though Moon has no enemies. Mercury is enemy to Jupiter

and Moon and Sun are enemies to Saturn.

It is a necessary consequence of the principle of polarity which is behind
the scheme of planetary lordship. The story goes that Sun and Moon owned
the entire Zodiac originally between themselves and then each gave to the
other planets one sign in the order of their orbits; is that Mercury first got one

sign from Moon (Gemini) and another from the Sun (Virgo).

Next came Venus which got Taurus and Libra from each, then Mars, then
Jupiter, then Saturn. This story is based on the scientific truth that polarity or
opposition is behind theses arrangement. The ownership of the 12 signs is
distributed in 3 sets of polar opposites. The Sun and Moon owning Cancer and
Leo are balanced by Saturn owning the opposite signs of Capricorns and

Aquarious.

Next comes Mercury which rules Gemini and Virgo and is balanced by
Jupiter owning Sagittarius and Pisces and then the opposition of Venus lord of

Taurus and Libra by Mars ruling Aries and Scorpio follows.

It is @ misnomer to call this balancing or opposition as enmity though
this principle when translated into the plane of human action sometimes
operates as enmity and to that extent only is correct. The first house indicates

the native and the seventh his wife; their respective lords also stand for the
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same, but husband. not to be considered as the enemy of the wife. In fact, this

opposition is to be considered as complementary in this connection.
Q. 8. It is a fact that when a malefic combines a benefic it reduces the

benefic effect of the latter, then why such combinations. V1Z.,, Saturn- Jupiter
conjunction, Moon-Saturn, Moon-Mars, Venus-Saturn conjunctions confer
yoga. Similarly when two malefics combine, they enhance the malefic effect.
Then how combinations like Saturn. Mars, Saturn-Rahu, Mars-fiahu etc.,

conler yogas ?.

Answer-Three separate notions as to the disposition of planets, friendly or

otherwise are confused here:

(1) First, there is what is called, inherent benefic and malefic disposition i.e.,
some planets are natural benefics like Jupiter, Venus. increasing Moon, and
well-associated Budha or Mercury. Natural malefic are Saturn, Mars, Sun, Rahu
and Kethu, etc. This nature is to be taken of in ordinary planetary conjunctions

and aspects.

(2) This inherent nature is altered for some purposes by ownership of

bhavas. Malefics owning kendras become auspicious for particular purposes.
and benefics owning kendras become just the opposite. Ownership of Trikonas
is good for all planets. When malefic become completely auspicious by
ownership of a kendra and Trikona at the same time, e. g., Saturn for Libra and
Taurus is termed Yoga karaka and by himself confers one type of yoga called
Raja Yoga. Even here if he is in conjunction with an Unfriendly planet and a

malefic, such as Sun, his good effects will to that extent be correspondingly
reduced,
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(3) The conjunction, opposition. etc., of inherent malefics are as a rule bad and

the conjunction of a malefic with a benefic ordinarily affects the nature of the

latter adversely. This always holds good. Certain yogas are relate to such
combinations and they are classed separately and are treated as beyond the

scope of the ordinary rules. In this there are good yogas as well as bad yogas.

The genius of interpretation of Hindu Astrology largely consists of recognising,
correlating and synthesising such yogas in the judgment of a horoscope after
carefully appraising their strength though the combination which technically
constitutes a yoga is present, not all yogas take effect to the same extent and
in the same manner. A strict individualization of the peculiar positions present

in each horoscope is imperative.
